INTRODUCTION

Organization Background

Pueblo County School District 70 has approximately 11,000 students with an estimated 1,200 full and part-time employees.  The district has one K-8 school, ten elementary schools, five middle schools, three high schools, one online learning academy and three charter schools.

General Information
1. All questions regarding this bid must go through BidNet.
2. Price quote must include all shipping, handling and delivery charges to the specific school which placed the order.
3. Awarded vendor will contact the department prior to delivery to make arrangements.
4. Pricing to remain firm for 90 days.
5. A Purchase Order will be issued to the awarded Vendor as needed.
6. Quotes must be in accordance with specifications set forth and subject to conditions herein and/or attached. All respondents are responsible for checking the Bidnet system for award; no other notification will be provided.
7. Pueblo County School District 70 is required to have a W-9 on file for every company it does business with. Complete the form located at Attachment A.
8. Multiple bids will not be accepted. Each vendor is to submit one best offer bid.
9. Pueblo County School District 70 reserves the right to award to separate vendors or award all items/projects to a single vendor.
10. A Contractor that operates as a sole proprietor hereby swears or affirms under penalty of perjury that the Contractor (i) is a citizen of the United States or otherwise lawfully present in the United States pursuant to federal law, (ii) shall comply with the provisions of CRS 24-76.5-101 et seq, and 2 (iii) shall produce one of the forms of identification required by CRS 24-76.5-103 prior to the effective date of this Contract. Except where exempted by federal law and except as provided in CRS 24-76.5-103(3), a Contractor that receives federal or state funds under this contract must confirm that any individual natural person eighteen years of age or older is lawfully present in the United States pursuant to CRS 24-76.5-103(4) if such individual applies for public benefits provided under this contract.
11. ILLEGAL ALIENS–PUBLIC CONTRACTS FOR SERVICES. CRS 8-17.5-101 and 24-76.5-101. The Contractor certifies that the Contractor shall comply with the provisions of CRS 8-17.5-101 et seq. The Contractor shall not knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien to perform work under this contract or enter into a contract with a subcontractor that fails to certify to the Contractor that the subcontractor shall not knowingly employ or contract with an illegal alien to perform work under this contract. If the Contractor fails to comply with any requirement of this provision or CRS 8-17.5-101 et seq., the State may terminate this contract for breach and the Contractor shall be liable for actual and consequential damages to the State.
12. Items offered must be new (not used, refurbished, rebuilt, etc.) and of the manufacturer’s current model and are not to contain components that are not newly manufactured, unless specifically stated otherwise in the bid specifications. Manufacturer’s warranty and any offered rebates, as applicable, must be included.

14. Responses to this Request for Proposal (RFP) become the exclusive property of the	 District. All submitted Request for Proposals become a matter of public record and shall be regarded as public records. Exceptions will be those elements in each RFP which are trade secrets, and which are so marked as "TRADE SECRETS", "CONFIDENTIAL", or "PROPRIETARY". The District shall not in any way be liable or responsible for the disclosure of any such records including, without limitation, those so marked if disclosure is deemed to be required by law or by an order of the Court. Vendors which indiscriminately identify all or most of their submittals as exempt from disclosure without justification may be disqualified.
15. A vendor submitting a Request for Proposal shall not hire, discharge, promote, demote, or otherwise discriminate in matters of compensation, terms, conditions or privileges of employment against any person otherwise qualified solely because of race, creed, gender, national origin, ancestry, physical or mental disability.
16. Any costs associated with developing proposals, preparing for and attending an
interview are the sole responsibility of the applicant. Pueblo County School District 70 assumes no liability for any costs incurred throughout the entire selection process. 
17. The District reserves the right to accept, reject, workshop, or re-advertise, any or all	submissions, or any part thereof, and to award any contract resulting from this RFP as it deems to be in the best interest of the District. The District shall reserve the right to waive and determine the nature of minor irregularities. A minor irregularity is a variation from the RFP, terms and conditions which does not constitute failure to comply with requirements set forth in this request. A vendor may not modify its statement after submission.

1. Letter of Interest, including vendor’s address, telephone number, FAX number and email address of the person signing the letter.

2. Demonstration of previous experience regarding uniforms and sports/athletic equipment for school districts.

3. A minimum of three (3) letters of recommendation from past clients and photos or
presentation material, as applicable, of work completed in Colorado.

4. Provide appropriate certification of insurance liability.

5. Other pertinent data deemed necessary for the District’s evaluation.

VENDOR QUESTIONS
Vendors' questions will be answered publicly one time through the Request for Proposal process within BidNet. Vendors must submit questions through BidNet no later than June 20th, 2025. Questions received after this date/time will not be addressed. Answers to these questions will be posted to Bidnet by June 24th, 2025.

EVALUATION OF CRITERIA
Proposals will be evaluated and selected based on the degree to which the vendor can meet or exceed the requirements of this RFP, the District’s opinion on what would serve the best interest of the District and pricing. Pueblo County School District 70 reserves the right to award this RFP to multiple vendors.
